Quilt Registration

The registration times for the delivery of quilts to the Ulladulla Civic Centre on Thursday 20 September
are as follows:

10:00am to 10:45am: Gerringong / Nowra / Out of the Blocks / Red Berry
10:45am to 11:30am: Batemans Bay / Cygnets / Dalmeny / Night Owls / Tuesday Twitterers

Please ensure that there is only one quilt per bag and that the quilt and the bag have a label showing
name, address and group. Also, that the identifying fabric tag is pinned next to the label on both quilt
and bag.
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The quilt should have the label sewn on the back right hand corner and a hanging sleeve sewn at the top
of the back of the quilt.

When bagging the quilt please fold it so the label is uppermost, avoiding the quilt having to be unfolded
to check details and to attach the item number at time of registration.

If your club still has copies please continue to help distribute the flyers as widely as possible. And don't
forget to put a copy in the back window of your car.

Don't forget to return your ticket stubs and money to Delma on Set-up-Day or anytime during the show
up to 12noon Sunday.
